

MEETING MINUTES
Hurld-Wyman School Building Committee
Engineering Conference Room, City Hall
January 22, 2015


Call to order:  Mayor Galvin called the meeting to order at 4:04 p.m.

Roll Call (present): Mayor Galvin, Mark Donovan, Jay Corey, Tom Quinn Jr., John Dinizio, Jerry Surette, Mike Mulrenan, Mike Gauthier, and Eileen Mills.

Not Present: Joe Elia, Greg Ahearn

Others present included Kristin Maloney, principal of the Wyman Elementary School, Pat Saitta of Municipal Building Consultants, Chuck Adam, Municipal Building Consultants, Ken DiNisco of DiNisco Design Partnerthip, Rick Rice and Tim Cooper of DiNisco Design Partnership.

Report from Pat Saitta, Municipal Building Consultants (See MBC December 2014 Report).

Mr. Saitta noted the process is now in a phase to review project scope, design and layout.  They are working on budget estimates, and then those estimates will be combined with scope, design and layout for the Committee’s consideration and vote before sending to MSBA.  There would then be a series of meetings, including submission of application to Conservation Commission, with everything heading toward submission of the schematic design to MSBA, and then, hopefully, a matter of obtaining the funding.

Report from Rick Rice, DiNisco Design (See Wyman-Hurld Elementary School-Woburn, School Building Committee - January 22, 2015).

Mr. Rice reviewed some of the highlights of activity since last meeting, including their meetings with facilities department, administrators and teachers, food services, educational technology, public safety and Conservation Commission.

He also discussed the task of establishing parameters related to consideration of the resource area and jurisdiction of the Woburn Conservation Commission.  Mr. Rice noted some highlights, including the pond being defined as a pond, existence of a bordering vegetated wetland and set backs as part of the basis of the Notice of Intent filing with Conservation.

In terms of storm water management, Mr. Rice discussed hiring a hydrologist as part of efforts to decentralize storm water recharge and infiltration.  He also discussed the use of BMPs to deal with runoff and use of pavers, new gutters and downspouts on the farm stand (and routing those to leeching chambers), and use of crushed stone underneath the turf portion of the school play field.

In addition, Mr. Rice pointed out plans that include looping of pipes, location of hydrants, updated version of building footprint (shifted about 10 feet to the northeast); building setbacks, playgrounds, emergency access, parking spaces, bus drop-off routes and standard bus circulation, trash and loading areas, etc.

He also discussed classroom data sheets, including security, furniture, technology (being updated as the process moves forward, according to feedback), panic alarms, fire alarms, nighttime use function, and security related to other non-school events such as voting.

Mr. Danizio asked about the inclusion of computer labs?  Mr. Rice said modern school designs, including those preferred by the MSBA, utilize the use mobile carts of laptops and tablets that are shared among the school population.  He also noted that they are still in the process of selecting colors and materials.

Next Steps Include:

• Cost Estimates (January 30);
• SBC approval of schematic design (February 5);
• MSBA Submit Schematic Design (February 12);
• NOI Submission (February 23);
• Conservation Commission (March 12);
• MSBA Approval of Schematic Design (March 25); and
• City Council/School Committee Approval of PSBA (Public Scope Budget Approval)

Ken DiNisco of DiNisco Design described a unique site in terms of wetlands considerations so they have hired a civil engineer and obtaining an outside second opinion from another wetlands consultant—group is scheduled to meet the following Monday to discuss modeling of the site.

In wrapping up with meeting Mayor Galvin noted that the City and School Building Committee continue to go to great lengths to make sure this project is done properly.  He also told Committee members, “with tremendous sadness that we just learned of the passing of former Mayor Robert Dever.”

Adjournment:

Mr. Corey made a motion to adjourn.  Mr. Danizio seconded the motion.  The vote was unanimous in favor.

Mayor Galvin adjourned the meeting at 5:02 p.m.
