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What is reimbursable under Chapter 115?

Listed below are reimbursable medical expenses under Massachusetts 108 CMR, Chapter 115…

· Social Security Premiums for Medicare A, B, C, and D and Medicaid
Monthly premiums for Supplemental (3d party) health and/or prescription programs such as BCBS, Tufts, Commonwealth Care, Mass Health, Humana and the like (all recipients MUST have some type of Massachusetts approved health insurance.)

· Co-pays for doctor visits, hospital bills, clinic/therapy appointments (after insurance adjustments.)

· Co-pays for prescriptions and some over the counter products if prescribed by your physician (must obtain a letter every December and June from you physician.)


· For reimbursement of dental work, hearing aids and eye glasses, the following procedures MUST be taken:
· You must provide two quotes for the work to be done.
· These quotes must be pre-approved by the Massachusetts Dept. of Veterans’ Services BEFORE the work is done.
· These serviced will be reimbursed at the Mass Health rate (DFCHO), which may not be as much as the providers charge.
· NO reimbursements will be made if services are not pre-approved first.

· Some durable medical products are covered when they are prescribed by your physician (such as Life Line/medical alert systems and medical equipped costs after insurance adjustments.)  You MUST contact us before purchasing these items, if you wish to be reimbursed.

All receipts must be dropped off or mailed, to our office, so that they arrive by the 3rd of each month.  Any receipts received after the 3rd will result in delayed payments.

The state mandates that we issue reimbursements for paid receipts ONLY.  You pay your bills due, and then we will reimburse you for the payment(s) you made.
